Verbs followed with Gerund or Infinitive

[bookmark: _GoBack]Some English verbs can be followed either by the gerund or the infinitive or by both, often changing their meaning .
1. I remember TELLING you to buy some bread on your way back from work. (tell)
to remember+ING= SE SOUVENIR DE
2. Did you remember TO POST the letters I gave you this morning? (post)
to remember+TO= NE PAS OUBLIER DE
3. After working continuously for three hours they stopped TO HAVE a short rest. (have)
to stop+TO=S’ARRETER POUR FAIRE QQCH   to have a rest= faire une pause
4. You should stop SPENDING your weekends surfing the Internet. (spend)
 to stop+ING= ARRETER DE FAIRE 
5. We enjoyed your visit and we hope TO SEE you again soon. (see)
to hope+TO=ESPERER
6. Most Western people are regarded as ‘fashion victims’ since they don’t hesitate TO SPEND
a great amount of money on trendy clothes.  (spend)      to hesitate+TO=HESITER A
7. The coach resented BEING blamed for his team’s poor performances.
to resent+ING=NE PAS APPRECIER DE
8. I’m not satisfied with the country I live in, therefore I’m considering SETTLING in Canada (settle)
to consider+ING=ENVISAGER DE
9. The members of the parliament want the soldiers  TO FIGHT for their country.  (fight)
to want+TO=VOULOIR QUE QQ1 FASSE QQCH
10. Your room wants CLEANING. Look at how dirty it is!    (cleaning)
to want+ING=AVOIR BESOIN DE
11. I shouldn’t have believed my grandfather when he promised TO GIVE the money back.  (give)
to promise+TO= PROMETTRE DE
12. During the police interrogation, the old woman admitted STEALING her son’s car. (steal)
to admit+ING= ADMETTRE/AVOUER AVOIR FAIT QQCH
13. As the politician took bribes, he certainly deserves TO BE sent to jail.  (be)
to deserve+TO=MERITER DE  (to take bribes= accepter des pots-de-vin)
